They say that necessity is the mother of invensiod
in the case of group MMSI number | couldn’t agree
more. I'll get to the group MMSI and how it relatiesa
yacht club in a moment but first some background in
formation. \

An MMSI stands for Maritime
Mobile Service Identity. Itisa 9
digit number that is assigned to a
DSC equipped VHF radio that is
used on a single boat. DSC stands
for Digital Selective Calling. It
was developed to send out a dis-
tress signal with the push of a sin-
gle button. This allows boaters to
attend to an emergency while the Coast Guard is
notified of the emergency on board. If registered
correctly, they will send the make, model, colarga
length or your boat along with other informatioruyo
may have provided to the coast guard. If your VHF
radio is attached to your GPS it will send youratxa
location as well. Clearly this can be a life sawethe
case of a medical emergency, fire, or sinking boat
when every second counts.

But now to the fun reasons to have an MMSI number
with a DSC radio; You could talk to our whole yacht
club flotilla, at once, or speak with a specifiagun
even if they are not monitoring channel 16 (thadios
do have to be on).

How many times when arriving at a cruise have you
tried to contact the cruise host or anyone froendiub
to find out what slip you should go to or whom you
should raft up to? How many times did you have to
scream from the bow? With a group MMSI you can
make one radio call to the Fircrest Yacht Club MMSI
and all member radios will be notified. They could
even know your GPS coordinates if you allow icdh
also be fun during the journey to meet up with othe
member boats as they travel to the cruise.

| have set up a group MMSI number for the clulis It
036698410. If you have a DSC radio and your own
MMSI number simply add the group number to the
“group MMSI” menu of your VHF radio. If you need a
MMSI number for your vessel visit, http://www.boatu
com/mmsi/ and sign up for one for free.
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Your MMSI number is like your VHF radios own
“phone” number. So feel free to share it with other
members. This way you can call each other on the W
ter without clogging up the radio waves. Simplykpéc
channel like 68, 69, 71, 72, or 78A and make agrou
or individual MMSI call. The recipient’s radio wilie
notified and if they accept the “call’ and theidia will
automatically be tuned to the preselected channel.
